Some youth also participate in worship by giving the children's sermon
or scripture reading.

10 PROMOTE EVENT EXTERNALLY

events. Select a spokesperson for your group to articulate your message to the press. Be sure to
select someone that has great enthusiasm for your event. Reporters usually like to receive a
press release and then a follow-up phone call.
